Aggressive dogs:

Our Play Groups are not appropriate for dogs that fight with or are reactive to other dogs, or are aggressive to
people. Dogs that are disruptive and/or jeopardize the safety of others will be dismissed from Play Group
without a refund.

Play Group Rules are as follows:
1. Children must stay seated at all times for safety reasons. (Parent initial here: )

2. Any dog scuffles will be interrupted by Animal Humane Society staff or volunteers. Owners are not to
attempt to break up any interactions between dogs.

3. Owners will toilet their dogs before Play Group, and will clean up outdoors. Urine accidents in the Play
Group will be cleaned up by the owners. Feces accidents will be cleaned up by AHS staff or volunteers.
Dogs with loose stools will be excused from Play Groups.

4. Trainers may put a dragline on a dog if warranted.

5. Trainers may excuse dogs that are too aroused or aggressive to play nicely with others.
